* Description
This course is a foundation course for undergraduate translation majors at School of
Foreign Languages. Translation majors are supposed to master certain knowledge and
skills of contemporary Chinese so as to meet the language requirement in future
work. This course focuses on systematic teaching of basic theories and knowledge of
* Description contemporary Chinese as well as the training of basic skills. It aims to foster and

improve students’ ability in understanding and using Chinese and help them to be
well equipped for future language work.

The teaching content of this course mainly consists of several parts: introduction,
pronunciation, character, vocabulary, grammar and rhetoric. More detailed ones are




as follows: the main features of pronunciation, vocabulary and grammar of Chinese;
the basic knowledge of contemporary Chinese pronunciation; the structural system
and physical characteristics of current Chinese characters; the basic knowledge and
theories of Chinese vocabulary; the grammar system of Chinese; basic laws of
Chinese rhetoric. The training of Chinese reading and writing skills will be included in
the entire teaching process.

Through learning this course, students will be able to master the systematic
knowledge of contemporary Chinese, improve their ability of using and appreciating
this language, and lay a solid knowledge reserve of Chinese language for future
translation.
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
